 BUDGET

The budget of Colorado reflects strong growth. However, with the TABOR cap, not all new revenue will be available, but will instead trigger modest TABOR refunds to taxpayers., House leadership proposes  a referred measure –HB1257-to ask voters to retain revenues our current tax rate prduce- so that Colorado can begin to address needs such as education ,higher ed, & transportation. Meanwhile the residential housing assessment rate under the Gallagher Amendment formula, did not fall as much as expected, which requires less State Budget backfill into K-12 education. Thus $185 million is being proposed to fund full day Kindergarten HB1262..
CHILD CARE

While the Governor’s proposal for statewide full day kindergarten is the biggest proposed change, there is a robust agenda around child care. HB1005 would create a new income tax credit of $1000-$2000 per year for early childhood educators, who tend to earn only slightly above minimum wage. Credits would be available to those who work for providers who serve children in Colo Child Care Assistance Program, Head Start or Early Head Start. The amount of the credit would be based on credentials and experience, hoping to reduce turnover in the field. 

HB1013 would extend the child care tax credit for working parents who earn under $25,000 for another 8 years. Maximum credit is $500/yr for one child, $1000/yr for two or more children.SB63- would require the state to create an action plan to remove regulatory and land use barriers to operation of family child care homes. HB1052 would allow the formation of new special districts to work across boundaries to develop new source of funding of child care.
EMPLOYMENT
While employers now often have difficulty finding enough employees, many Coloradans are not currently in the labor force, but could be. Some need affordable child care in order to work. Others need to acquire more skills. Some are challenged by old criminal records, current legal issues, lack of transportation, or lack the tools, clothes or licensing they need.

HB1107 establishes a small- dollar emergency employment support services fund- available to those living below the poverty line who are in job training, job search or beginning a new job who are working with an employment related non-profit organization or public agency.  HB1025 would prohibit asking about a criminal record on an initial job application. SB85 address the gender pay gap in many ways, including prohibiting employers from asking about previous salary and requiring that job post with a salary range. T. The credits would not be refundable-thus of no use to the lowest income workers. The FAMLI Bill cover 12 weeks  paid leave for new child or severe illness or self or other, employee fee matched by employer fee. HB1210 would remove the state restriction on local governments enacting a higher local minimum wage. 
HOUSING

HB1322 transfers $40 million from unclaimed property fund to Division of Housing for affordable housing and rental assistance. HB1245  redirects some of the fee paid to large vendors for collecting sales tax to housing for low income Coloradans. HB1228 increase funding from for housing tax credits from $5million to $10 million.. HB1075 offers tax credits to rural employers who help fund housing that is affordable to workers. HB1085 makes modest expansions in the property tax/rent/heat rebates available to very low- income seniors and people with disabilities- both renters and owners. HB1096- The Right to Rest- prohibits discrimination based on housing status, and allows people to shelter themselves from the elements, occupy their legally parked vehicle, eat or accept food in public places, etc. 
Bills related to tenant-landlord relations are: HB1106 capping the fees landlords can charge prospective tenants. HB1118 extends the current 3 day notice required prior to beginning eviction proceedings to 10 days- to allow tenants more time to address lease violations or non-payment before they lose housing or get the long term stain of eviction proceedings on their rental history. HB1170 strengths the warranty of habitability for tenants. SB180 funds an eviction defense legal pilot. SB225 allows a local option on rent control.
